Request for support for the 46th New Ways of Analyzing Variation, NWAV46
On behalf of CSUMC and our co-sponsors, we request $6625 from the Anonymous Fund to support the 46th New Ways of Analyzing Variation, 10% of costs. NWAV is the largest North American conference in sociolinguistics generally, and we build on momentum from recent local events including the 6th Biennial Conference on the Linguistics of Contemporary English (2015) and the North American Research Network in Historical Sociolinguistics (2016). 
Description. The University of Wisconsin – Madison has a remarkably long, well-known tradition of research in sociolinguistics and allied areas like historical linguistics, going back to a key founder of sociolinguistics, Einar Haugen. Recently, UW – Madison has re-established itself as a leader in this area and especially the new field of historical sociolinguistics, thanks to work by Fernando Tejedo (Spanish & Portuguese), Rob Howell (Language Institute, GNS), recent UW PhDs and others. 
In addition to scholars from around the world, the conference will draw faculty, academic staff, graduate and undergraduate students from a set of units, including all our cosponsors and others, such as ethnic studies programs — our four plenary speakers will deal with African American language, Spanish in the US, Asian-American speech and Native American languages.

Brief budget. The budget is projected at over $65,000. Most costs will be covered by registration and cosponsors. We request support from the Anonymous Fund specifically for American Sign Language interpreting, campus AV services and partial funding for student hourly.

Budget detail
