This 38th annual meeting of New Ways of Analyzing Variation (NWAV 38), the principal international conference in sociolinguistics, will be held from October 22-25 at the University of Ottawa, in the downtown core of the national capital region of Canada. 





For the past several years, NWAV has attracted 250-300 scholars, including leaders in the field of language variation and language change, and sociolinguistics more generally. We anticipate that we will have upwards of 300 attendees again this year.  





At NWAV, you can expect to showcase your books to scholars who read, recommend and choose for courses books in the entire range of general linguistics studies -- historical, phonetic, phonological, morphological, syntactic, semantic, and pragmatic -- as well as those directly focused on sociolinguistics, anthropology and anthropological linguistics; the social psychology of language; pidgin and creole languages; discourse analysis; language and gender; bilingualism and TESOL; as well as cross-cultural studies.





We hope, therefore, that you will take advantage of this opportunity to introduce and promote your publications at this important gathering of linguists. This year, we hope to have coffee breaks and the book display in one large room.  This will increase traffic through your displays, since participants will not need to search for a separate room for the books. You may set up your display there on Thursday, October 22, and you will not have to remove it until early Sunday afternoon, October 25. There will be ample time during the conference for participants to view your display. We will provide a table thirty inches wide and six feet long for a standard display for $300.





If you cannot send representatives to unpack and repack your books and attend your table, we will be glad to do this for you; we will charge an additional $125 for this service, and you will be responsible for shipping charges.





If you have a smaller number of titles which you would like to show, we will place them in a joint book display; please contact us for details. We will charge $100 for this service, and you will be responsible for shipping charges.

Although we do not require it, we recommend that your representatives register for the conference since registration includes two receptions, a Saturday night party, continental breakfasts, and coffee breaks, all good opportunities for informal interaction with the scholars attending the conference, providing time for author recruitment and 


discussion, as well as additional opportunities to promote your publication list.
